Zippo 200 at Watkins Glen

The winner of the Zippo 200 was not a 
surprise.

The surprise was the number of penalties 
and caution flags during the race and how 
the racers recovered from their penalties 
and problems.

Brad 
led the majority of the race even though 
he had car problems at one point which 

moved him back in the pack to 10th place.    
Chris Buescher who started 5th, took the 
third spot. Fan favorite, Boris Said, came 
in 4th.   Another fan favorite,  Chase El-
liot, who also spun out early on, finished 
7th. 

It was  Joey Logano who took the 
checkered flag even after dropping to 13th 
after his infractions.
