The Rim Trail (which is dog-friendly) at the
State Park is open year-round and offers a
neat perspective, skirting the top edge of the
gorge.

Get out on the water with a sail on a his-
toric schooner or perhaps a sightseeing cruise
is more your style. You can even take a lunch
or dinner cruise!
